Submission Requirements 

1. The theme is “Restoration and Rebirth: Documenting the Conflict and Integration of Nature 

and Humanities.” The submission can be either in black and white or in color. 

2. The participating works must be a special series of 20 to 30 pieces; each candidate can 

submit a maximum of 5 series. 

3. Candidates are required to submit digital versions of their works. 

4. The file must be in .jpg format, and the shorter side should be no smaller than 1000 pixels. 

Please put the work in one file named “Photographer’s Name + Name of Work.”  

5. The submission materials must include: the registration form (see the attached Word 

document), photography works (if there is a sequence, please number them in line), work 

overview, captions (please note that if the caption is too long, please edit it into a Word 

document), and a photographer biography (less than 100 words).
